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\ PDescribed as a disease that progressively weakens muscles,
Duchenne affeots 1 in 5,000 boys leaving most in a wheelchair by
v the age of 13. Dr. Matthew Alexander opened his lab at the

Civitan International Research Center in 2016 and his focus is on
exploring the roles of epigenetic modifiers of human
neuromuscular diseases. While there is no cure for Duchenne
muscular dystrophy, there are promising developments currently
in clinical trials that have Dr. Alexander hopeful about the future.
