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Responsive Page Wrapper Guide

What is Responsive Design?  Responsive Design means that a site is crafted to provide an optimal viewing experience across a wide range of devices, from mobile phone, to tablet, desktop, smartTV, and everything in between. Responsive design uses HTML5 and CSS3 Media Queries to make the design display optimally on each device.   

This guide will show you how to create a Responsive Design Page Wrapper that can be used for Luminate Online TeamRaiser  registration pages and Donation Forms.  
Software required: A basic text editor, such as Notepad or Notepad++
Setup Instructions on How to Create a Responsive Page Wrapper 

Prepare Your Images 

1. In the images folder included with this kit, we have included two sample images, named logo-sample.gif (245px by 90px) and graphic-banner.png (282px by 95px).  
2. For initial testing purposes, you can upload these sample images to your Luminate Online Image Library.

3.  You will eventually need to replace these sample images with your own, which contains your organization’s logo and event or donation banner image.  For for further information on this, please go to the Additional Tips and Guidelines section on page 9 of this guide.









Create a PageBuilder reusable that will contain the styles required for the responsive Page Wrapper

1. Log in to your Luminate administrator site
2. Create a new PageBuilder page

a. Under Content > Click PageBuilder

b. Click the “Create a Single Component Page” button.

c. Title the page “reus_styles_responsive”, or something you will remember.
d. Under Page Properties, select the reusable Page option

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e. In the HTML Content section, make sure your WYSIWYG is turned off.  Leaving it  on could result in incorrect code, and will cause this reusable to not work correctly. Note: In the future, if you ever need to make changes to this reusable, always make sure the WYSIWG is turned off before editing.
f. Open styles_responsive.css template file with Notepad, Dreamweaver, or your favorite text editor.

g. At this point, if you’d like to change the colors of the wrapper from what comes standard in the template you can use the color hex codes at the top of this file to do a Find&Replace for the code value throughout this document. For instance if you wanted to change white to black you’d highlight “#FFFFFF” and do a Find&Replace with “#000000” with every instance that “#FFFFFF” appeared within the document.  All color codes are provided at the top of this document in comments for your convienence. 
h. Copy all code from “styles_responsive.css” and paste it into the HTML Content section.

i. Click Save and then Finish

j. Publish the PageBuilder page.
Create a new Page Wrapper
1. Log into your Luminate administrator site and navigate to Setup > PageWrapper Editor. If you do not see this option contact Support and they will change you administrator privileges. 
2. Create a new Page Wrapper  in Page Wrapper Editor.
a. Under Setup> Click on Page Wrapper Editor

b. Click the “Create a new Page Wrapper” button

c. Name it something you will remember, such as Responsive Wrapper.
d. Under step 2 (Meta Tags) of the Page Wrapper creation flow, set the Document Type Declaration to HTML

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e. Add the following meta name reference to “Additional HTML Tags for the HEAD element”.

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If you want to include SCRIPT elements for javascript or LINK elements, you can enter them here. The META keywords and de
can enter additional META tags here as well

Any additional tags you enter should be valid HTML tags. For example:

f. Add some code to bring in the reusable styles PageBuilder page you created earlier to “Additional HTML Tags for the HEAD Element:”.  After placing it, click the Next button.

g. Under step 3 (Body Tag Attributes), you need to include the following under “Additional attributes for the BODY tag”. After placing the code, click the Next button.

Note: The line above adds a mobile class to the body which is now necessary for the page to be responsive by default. This adds the flexibility of including a s_mobile=false parameter in the url to  show the full site view on a mobile device. Clients can also remove or change the class name and implement their own mobile css without having to worry about overriding existing rules. 

h. In Step 4, make sure your WYSIWG is turned off. Leaving it  on could result in incorrect code
i. Open the wrapper_responsive.html template file with Notepad, Dreamweaver or your favorite text editor

j. Find and replace the default image URLs for the logo and banner.

k. Update the navigation link URLs. Replace the # with your site specific URLs. Or, if the navigation is not needed, you can also remove the unordered list completely, by removing the code starting with <ul class="nav-links"> and ending with </ul>

l. Then copy the contents and paste all code in this template into the HTML content area of the Page Wrapper

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m. After placing the HTML, click the Save button.

n. Go to step 6 and publish the Page Wrapper. Your new responsive Page Wrapper is now complete! Make sure to test your PageWrapper in multiple browsers to make sure it looks correct.

o. Once you feel it is ready, you can apply it to your TeamRaiser registration pages and/or donation forms.
p. See following pages in this guide for next steps on how to apply this Page Wrapper to TeamRaiser and Donation forms.

TeamRaiser Registration Additional Steps

Please note the "Responsive" layout is only available for TeamRaiser events created after the Winter 2013 release. 
In the following steps you will need to change the default layouts for several TeamRaiser pages to use the new Responsive Design and also change the TeamRaiser Registration Wrapper to use the new responsive wrapper you just created. If you are only using this responsive wrapper for Donation Forms then you can skip this part of the guide and go straight to the Donation section below. 
1.  Choose the Responsive Layout for Each TeamRaiser Registration Page. 

You can customize a TeamRaiser page when you edit the TeamRaiser and go to step 12 (Customize Pages). A list of configurable pages will be presented with a configure link. When you configure a registration page, you should be able to change the layout of the page to "Responsive". 
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Here is the list of TeamRaiser registration pages that should be set to use the responsive layout.

· Participation Options 

· Returning Participant Login 

· Registration Information 

· Secondary Registration Information

2.  Enable Donations 2 Registration Transaction Processing EDP 

Enable the Donations 2 Registration Transaction Processing EDP under step 3 (Select Event Options) and then the related action "Edit Advanced Options". 
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Enabling this EDP will redirect registrants to a new payment page for processing the registration fees using Donation 2 payment processors. The list of available payment options is determined by the merchant account associated with the TeamRaiser event. Administrators can optionally configure the payment page (TeamRaiser edit -> Customize Pages) to disable any of the payment options. However , it is best to keep Credit Card as a form of payment and any configurations without the Credit Card payment option is not recommended. 

3.  Associate the Page Wrapper with the TeamRaiser Event Registration 
You can override the default page wrapper for the registration pages of a TeamRaiser event when you edit the event. Under step 12 (Customize Pages) there's a related action, "Customize Wrapper and Styles", which allows you to override the default page wrapper. 
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Only published page wrappers in the General security category and the security category of the event can be selected. If you do not see your published page wrapper here, it's possible you may need to log out and log back in. 

Donation Form Additional Steps
1. Create a new donation form 

a. Go to Fundraising > Click Donation Management

b. Choose an existing Campaign or create a new campaign. If choosing an existing Campaign, find the Campaign and click the Manage link. If creating a new campaign, click the Create a New Campaign button, and set it up accordingly.

c. Click the Create a Donation Form button.

d. Name the Form something you will remember.

e. Choose a Form template to use.

2. On option 7, select Responsive Form Layout.

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3. Set up the rest of the donation form as you normally would, with your organization’s specific information, donation levels, etc.
4. Select the responsive Page Wrapper and apply it to your donation form.

a. Under Design Donor Screens, look under Related Actions, and click Customize Look and Feel (see Screenshoot 1 below)  

b. Next, select the new responsive Page Wrapper that you created from the drop down menu of Page Wrappers (seen Screenshot 2 below). 
c. Once selected, click the Save button to save your selection.

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d. Publish your donation form 

e. After publishing the donation form, you should now be able to see the donation form in the new responsive Page Wrapper. Resize the browser to test that it is responding properly.

Additional Tips and Guidelines for customizing the Responsive Page Wrapper
1. Each page can be customized by adding css rules to the page wrapper to override existing styles. If the layout or style changes based on the device width, then include the appropriate css rules in the following media queries. 

· Tablet layout - @media only screen and (min-width: 768px) and (max-width: 991px) { /* Tablet CSS Rules Here */ } 

· Mobile Layout - @media only screen and (max-width: 767px) { /* Mobile CSS Rules Here */ } 

· Mobile Landscape - @media only screen and (min-width: 480px) and (max-width: 767px) { /* Mobile Landscape CSS Rules Here */ } 
2. Color codes  for the CSS styles in styles_responsive.css that can be updated, using search and replace in your text editor
#eeeeee - body background color

#4899d2 - nav bar color, banner border color

#f44727 - button colors

#f44727 - current step progress bar color
3. If you do not need the banner image and text, remove the following code from wrapper_responsive.html  -

4. When replacing the sample images with your own, make sure they are the same width and length of the included sample images -
logo-sample.gif (245px by 90px) 

 graphic-banner.png (282px by 95px)

Of  course you are free to use different size images. If yo do so, it will require you to change the CSS styles in styles_responsive.css  to account for the differences in size, padding and margins.
5. Remember to include Google Analytics in this Page Wrapper! If you use the Luminate Online default SDPs to automatically add Google Analytics to your pages then you  won’t need to add anything to the Page Wrapper. If you plan on doing it manually, make sure you include your Google Analytics code at the bottom of the wrapper code as you enter it into the PageWrapper editor.
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
